The finished bag is from top of the ears to bottom 30 cm high and 25 cm width

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Materials: 

Yarn:  beige and pink  (or colours of choice) almost 2 skeins of each color of 100 gram 

 

Small amount of black yarn 

2 oval safety eyes 2 cm 

3 small buttons 1 cm 

Stuffing 

Hook 5 mm 

Yarn needle 

Scissors 

Abbreviations:  

BLO – Back loop only 

Ch – chain/ stitch 

Dc – double crochet 

dec – decrease – sc2tog 

FO – fasten off 

Hdc – half double crochet 

Inc – increase  
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MR – magic ring 

rep – repeat 

rnd(s) – round(s) 

Sc – single crochet 

Slst – slip stitch 

Tr – treble crochet 

** x… - repeat instructions between asterisk … times 

(…) at the end of the round is the amount of stitches after completing this round 

 

Head: 

Make 1 in Beige and 1 in  Pink.  Working in continuous rounds. 

We use 2 threads, 2 for the beige one and 2 for the pink one. 

Rnd 01: MR 6sc          (6) 

Rnd 02: 2sc in each st around         (12) 

Rnd 03: * sc, sc2 in next st * rep ** to end of rnd      (18) 

Rnd 04: * 2sc, sc2 in next st * rep ** to end of rnd      (24) 

Rnd 05: * 3sc, sc2 in next st * rep ** to end of rnd      (30) 

Rnd 06: * 4sc, sc2 in next st * rep ** to end of rnd      (36) 

Rnd 07: * 5sc, sc2 in next st * rep ** to end of rnd      (42) 

Rnd 08: * 6sc, sc2 in next st * rep ** to end of rnd      (48) 

Rnd 09: * 7sc, sc2 in next st * rep ** to end of rnd      (54) 

Rnd 10: * 8sc, sc2 in next st * rep ** to end of rnd      (60) 

Rnd 11: * 9sc, sc2 in next st * rep ** to end of rnd      (66) 

Rnd 12: * 10sc, sc2 in next st * rep ** to end of rnd     (72) 

Rnd 13: * 11sc, sc2 in next st * rep ** to end of rnd     (78) 
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Rnd 14: * 12sc, sc2 in next st * rep ** to end of rnd     (84) 

Rnd 15: * 13sc, sc2 in next st * rep ** to end of rnd     (90) 

Rnd 16: sc in each st around         (90) 

Rnd 17: sc in each BLO         (90) 

Rnd 18 - 20: sc in each st around, at the end of rnd 20 slst in next 2 st. FO  (90) 

Front part of the head: 

Make 1 beige front and 1 pink front, from rnd 01 to rnd 16. FO. 

 

On the photo you see the head (left one) and the front part (right one)= the one you have 
made to rnd 16. You need to have these 2 parts also in beige.  

Muzzle: 

Working in continuous rounds and in Pink (if your front is beige). 

Rnd 01: MR  6sc          (6) 

Rnd 02: sc2 in each st around        (12) 

Rnd 03: * sc, sc2 in next st * rep ** to end of rnd      (18) 

Rnd 04: * 2sc, sc2 in next st * rep ** to end of rnd      (24) 

Rnd 05: * 3sc, sc2 in next st * rep ** to end of rnd      (30) 

Rnd 06 – 07: sc in each st around        (30) 

FO, leaving long tail for sewing. 
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Sew the muzzle over the middle of the front part. Keep the stitch you made last at the 
bottom. Begin 5 rnds beneath the middle and follow the round all around. Stuff while 
sewing. 

 

Embroider with black yarn an reversed triangle (nose) on the muzzle. Let the point of the 
triangle be in the center. After filling the nose triangle, make a straight stitch downwards, 
starting at the lower point of the nose. Use four rounds for this stitch. Embroider also a 
mouth. (see photo) 

Place the safety eyes just above the top of the snout. Embroider the eyebrows. (see photo). 
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Assembling of the head: 

Take the 2 beige parts. Place the front part with the wrong side against the right side of the 
head. Make sure you have the last sc made, nicely against each other.  

Take 2 threads of pink and make a slipknot. Attach with a sc on the last made single crochet 
of the front part and the first free loop of the remaining stitches from rnd 17 of the head. 

 

Rnd 01: hdc, dc2 in next st, tr2 in next st, dc2 in next st, hdc, sc,  

* sc, hdc, dc2 in next st, tr2 in next st, dc2 in next st, hdc, sc * rep ** to end of round. The 
last sc should be in the stitch of the attachement. Close round with slst. FO.  

Do the same with the pink parts. Using 2 threads of beige. 

Unfortunately i forgot to take a photo of how it should look now  That’s why I used a 
photo of the finished bag. It concerns the edge of the head   
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Ears 2 x: 

Working in continuous rounds and in beige. 

Rnd 01: MR  6sc          (6) 

Rnd 02: sc2 in each st around        (12) 

Rnd 03: * sc, sc2 in next st * rep ** to end of rnd      (18) 

Rnd 04: * 2sc, sc2 in next st * rep ** to end of rnd      (24) 

Rnd 05: * 3sc, sc2 in next st * rep ** to end of rnd      (30) 

Rnd 06: * 4sc, sc2 in next st * rep ** to end of rnd      (36) 

Rnd 07 – 10: sc in each st around        (36) 

Rnd 11: * 4sc, sc2tog * rep ** to end of rnd       (30) 

Rnd 12: * 3sc, sc2tog * rep ** to end of rnd       (24) 

Rnd 13: * 2sc, sc2tog * rep ** to end of rnd, slst in next 2 st, FO.    (18) 

Pin the ears on to the head. Sew the ears just behind the pink edge (see photo) .  
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Let’s bring the 2 assembled pieces together . Make sure that the last made sc are at the 
bottom.  

Sew the 2 pieces together, starting at the last two stitches at the bottom of the ear. Take 
two loops from one piece and two loops from the second piece. Go all around until the 
second stitch (at the bottom of the second ear). You can adjust the opening as desired, sew 
more or less. I used 22 stitches for the opening at the top between the ears. 

 Don’t worry if the seam isn’t nice. The chain will cover the seam   

Attach with a sc and 2 threads pink, on the first stitch after the seam on the beige part. 

 

Rnd 01: 21sc (you are now on the other side of the opening), ch1, turn   (22) 

Rnd 02: 22sc, ch1, turn         (22) 

Rnd 03: sc, ch1, skip one stitch, 9sc, ch1, skip one stitch, 8sc, ch1, skip one stitch, sc, ch1, 
turn  (the ch-1 spaces are the buttonholes)       (22) 

Rnd 04: sc in each stitch and in each ch-1 space. FO     (22) 

Sew on buttons (on the pink head) in opposite side of the buttonholes.  
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We are almost done  

Take 4 threads of 6 meter each in the color pink and 4 in the color beige. Knot the 8 threads 
together at the end.  Turn the threads all together until they are nice and firm. And double 
them. They should be a lot shorter now    Place the cord around the handbag and let the 
ends come together at the bottom. Make a knot. The cord should follow the seam. Sew it on 
a few places. Leave some fringe at the bottom.
