Hooksize 2.0 mm and 2.5 mm 

2 safety eyes 10 mm 

Fiberfill (stuffing) 

Needle 

Pipecleaners 

4 buttons 10 mm for the dress 

Piece of cardboard to put in the soles 

Some decorations for the hair. 

Stitches & Abbreviations: 

MR – Magic ring 

Ch - chain 

Slst – Slipstitch 

Sc – single crochet 

Hdc – Half double crochet 

Dc – Double crochet 

Sc2 in 1 – 2 single crochet in 1 stitch – increase 

Hdc2 in 1 – 2 half double crochet in 1 stitch - increase 

Dc2 in 1 – 2 double crochet in 1 stitch - increase 

Sc2tog – crochet 2 single crochet together – decrease 

Hdc2tog – crochet 2 half double crochet together - decrease 

Dc2tog – crochet 2 double crochet together - decrease 

Turn 

Rnd – Round(s)

The pattern is crocheted with hooksize 2 mm and 2.5 mm. 

Arm 2x: 

Using skintone and hooksize 2 mm.  

Rnd 01: MR with 6sc          (6) 

Rnd 02: 2sc in each stitch         (12) 

Rnd 03: 1sc in each stitch         (12) 

Rnd 04: 4sc, (sc2 in 1) x 2, 4sc, (sc2 in 1) x 2       (16) 

Rnd 05: 4sc, sc2 in 1, 2sc, sc2 in 1, 4sc, sc2 in 1, 2sc, sc2 in 1     (20) 

Rnd 06: 4sc, sc2 in 1, 2sc, 1PC, 1sc, sc2 in 1, 4sc, sc2 in 1, 4sc, sc2 in 1    (24) 

Rnd 07: 4sc, sc2tog, 1sc, sc2tog, 1sc, sc2tog, 4sc, sc2tog, 1sc, sc2tog, 1sc, sc2tog  (18) 

Rnd 08: 1sc in each stitch         (18) 

Rnd 09: *4sc, sc2tog* x 3         (15) 

Rnd 10: *3sc, sc2tog* x 3         (12) 

Rnd 11: 1sc in each stitch         (12) 

Rnd 12: *3sc, sc2 in 1* x 3         (15) 

Rnd 13 – 16: 1sc in each stitch          (15) 

Take a pipe cleaner and fold a loop at the bottom about the size of the hand (see photo). Put some 

tape around the pointed ends. 

Place the loop in the hand (the thumb in round 6 points to the front). Stuff the hand moderately. 

Rnd 17 – 28: 1sc in each stitch         (15) 

2 slst and fasten off. Hide all loose ends. Stuff the arm moderately. 

 

Shoes 2x:  
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Using colornr 516 and hooksize 2 mm. 

The 3 chains at the start of a round count as the first double crochet! 

Rnd 01: Ch 11, start in the 4th chain from the hook, 7dc, Dc5 in 1, continue on the other side of the 

chain, 7dc, Dc4 in 1 ( use the bottom chainstitch of the startchain ), close round with 1 slst in the 3th 

chain            (24) 

Rnd 02: Ch 3, 7dc, 5x (dc2 in 1), 7dc, 4x (dc2 in 1), 1dc in the closing stitch, close round with 1 slst in 

the 3th chain           (34) 

Rnd 03: Ch 1, 7sc, hdc2 in 1, 1hdc, 7x (dc2 in 1), 1hdc, hdc2 in 1, 15sc, close round with 1 slst in the 

1st sc.            (42) 

Rnd 04: Ch 1, 1sc in each stitch, change to green, close round with 1 slst in the 1st sc.  (42) 

Working in continuous rounds. 

Rnd 05: Ch 1, 1sc in each back loop        (42) 

Rnd 06 - 08: 1sc in each stitch         (42) 

Rnd 09: 39sc, 1slst, mark the slipstitch as end of round, this does not change the amount of stitches 

The chain at the start of a round DOESN’T count as first stitch! 

Start each time in the closing stitch!   

Rnd 10: back loops only, Ch 2, 12dc, 8x (dc2tog), 14dc, close round with 1 slst in the 1st dc (34) 

Rnd 11: Ch 2, 11dc, 5x (dc2tog), 13dc, change to fluffy, close round with 1 slst in the 1st dc (30) 

Fasten off green. 

Rnd 12: using hooksize 2.5 mm, 1sc in each stitch, close round with 1 slst in the 1st stitch. (30) 

Fasten off. 

Rnd 13: using hooksize 2 mm and green, attach with 1 slst in the 1e remaining loop at the back, Ch 1, 

*1slst, Ch 1* rep ** till end of round. Fasten off. 
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Now crochet another sole with colornr 516 from round 01 to round 04. Place the sole on a piece of 

cardboard and draw the outline around. Cut out your shape on the inside of the line. If necessary, 

trim to make the cardboard fit nicely. 

 

With the right side of the sole facing you, take the next stitch AND the first remaining loop on your 

shoe, crochet 1slst, repeat all the way around. Don't forget to put your cardboard between the soles 

before you are completely around. 

 

Foot/leg:  

Using skincolor, hook 2 mm  and in closing rounds. 

The chain at the start of a round counts as first stitch! 

Rnd 01: Ch 11, begin in the 4th chain from the hook, 7dc, dc5 in 1, continue on the other side of the 

chain, 7dc, dc4 in 1 (use the lower one of the initial chain), close with 1slst in the 3th chain (24) 

Rnd 02: Ch 3, 7dc, 5x (dc2 in 1), 7dc, 4x (dc2 in 1), 1dc in the closing stitch, close with 1slst in the 3th 

chain             (34) 

Rnd 03: Ch 1, 7sc, hdc2 in 1, 1hdc, 7x (dc2 in 1), 1hdc, hdc2 in 1, 15sc, close with 1slst in the 1e sc(42) 

Work now in continuous rounds. 

Rnd 04: Ch 1, 1sc in each back loop, (start in the closing stitch and end in the closing stitch) (43) 

Rnd 05 - 07: 1sc in each stitch         (43) 

Rnd 08: 9sc, 8x (sc2tog), 18sc         (35) 

Rnd 09: 8sc, 5x (sc2tog), 17sc         (30) 
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Rnd 10: 6sc, 5x (sc2tog), 14sc         (25) 

Rnd 11: 5sc, 3x (sc2tog), 14sc         (22) 

Stuff the foot tightly. Make sure that the bottom is not too spherical. 

Rnd 12 - 22 : 1sc in each stitch         (22) 

Put on the shoes so that you do not overstuff! 

Rnd 23: 3sc, sc2 in 1, 12sc, sc2 in 1, 5sc        (24) 

Rnd 24 - 35: 1sc in each stitch         (24) 

Stuff the the leg and keep stuffing while crocheting. 

1sc with change to colornr 514, mark this last stitch as end of round, you should be now at the 

middle of the back. If this is not the case, adjust your stitches. 

Rnd 36 - 39: 1sc in each stitch         (24) 

2slst (these are to flatten the round a little and go beyond your mark). Fasten off 

Crochet a second leg up to round 39, but DO NOT fasten off. Continue with round 1 of the body at 

this leg. 

Body: 

Take the first leg and count 7 stitches backwards (= 2slst en 5sc backwards), mark this stitch. 

Rnd 01: continue second leg, 8sc (these are not included in the final total), Ch 3, take the first leg and 

continue in the marked stitch as follow, 1sc (the legs are now joined), 23sc on this leg, 1sc in each 

chain (=3) 24sc on the other leg, 1sc on each chain (also 3), mark the last stitch as end of round.(54) 

 

Photo is from a different pattern of mine, but the principle remains the same. 

Rnd 02 - 12: 1sc in each stitch         (54) 

Rnd 13: *7sc, sc2tog* x 6         (48) 

1sc with change to skincolor, mark the last sc as end of round. This does NOT change the amount of 

stitches. You should be in the middle back now, adjust your stitches if this is not the case. 

Rnd 14: 1sc in each stitch         (48) 
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Continue stuffing. 

Rnd 15: 11sc, 2x *sc2tog*, 19sc, 2x *sc2tog*, 10sc      (44) 

Rnd 16: 11sc, sc2tog, 19sc, sc2tog, 10sc        (42) 

Rnd 17 - 30: 1sc in each stitch         (42) 

Stuff the body firmly. 

We’ll join the arms now. 

Take an arm, count 1 stitch forward and place a mark on this stitch. This is the first stitch that you use 

to join the left arm. With the right arm you have to count 8 stitches ahead. 

If the arm does not fit nicely against the body, take 1 or 2 stitches further to join the arm to the body. 

Rnd 31: 12sc, push the hook through the marked stitch of the arm AND in the next stitch on the body 

(photo 1), make 1 sc,  repeat the same way with the next 6 stitches, 14sc, push the hook through the 

marked stitch of the arm AND in the next stitch on the body, make 1 sc, repeat the same way with 

the next 6 stitches, 2sc          (42) 

   

Joined arms 

Rnd 32: 12sc, 8sc on the unworked stitches of the left arm, 14sc on the body, 8sc on the unworked 

stitches of the right arm, 2sc         (44) 

Rnd 33: 4sc, sc2tog, 19sc, sc2tog, 17sc        (42) 

Rnd 34: 1sc in each stitch         (42) 

Rnd 35: *5sc, sc2tog* x 6         (36) 

Rnd 36: 1sc in each stitch         (36) 

Rnd 37: *4sc, sc2tog* x 6         (30) 

Rnd 38: *3sc, sc2tog* x 6         (24) 

Stuff firmly, especially on the shoulders and neck. 

Rnd 39: *2sc, sc2tog* x 6         (18) 

Rnd 40 - 42: 1sc in each stitch         (18) 

DO NOT fasten off! We’ll continue next time! Stuff the neck firmly. I placed an iron wire in the neck. 

Take a piece of iron wire of approximately 20 cm and fold it double. Twist the thread together and put 

a piece of tape around the end to avoid sharp edges. 
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Insert your thread into the body for reinforcement and the other end into the head. 

Continue with the head on to the body..  

Rnd 43: *2sc, sc2 in 1* x 6         (24) 

Rnd 44: *3sc, sc2 in 1* x 6         (30) 

Rnd 45: *4sc, sc2 in 1* x 6         (36) 

Rnd 46: *5sc, sc2 in 1* x 6         (42) 

Rnd 47: *6sc, sc2 in 1* x 6         (48) 

Rnd 48: *7sc, sc2 in 1* x 6         (54) 

Rnd 49: *8sc, sc2 in 1* x 6         (60) 

Rnd 50: *9sc, sc2 in 1* x 6         (66) 

Rnd 51 – 56: 1sc in each stitch         (66) 

Rnd 57: 1sc in each stitch, in this row mark one stitch on the front;  the eyes will be placed on this 

round afterwards.          (66) 

Rnd 58: 1sc in each stitch         (66) 

Rnd 59: *9sc, sc2tog* x 6         (60) 

Rnd 60: *8sc, sc2tog* x 6         (54) 

Rnd 61: *7sc, sc2tog* x 6         (48) 

Rnd 62: *6sc, sc2tog* x 6         (42) 

Stuff the head firmly and position the eyes in the row with your marked stitch. Let 7 stitches between 

the eyes. 

 

Place the safety cap on the eyes..  

Rnd 63: *5sc, sc2tog* x 6         (36) 

Rnd 64: *4sc, sc2tog* x 6         (30) 

Rnd 65: *3sc, sc2tog* x 6         (24) 

Rnd 66: *2sc, sc2tog* x 6         (18) 

Stuff the head firmly. 
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Rnd 67: *1sc, sc2tog* x 6         (12) 

Rnd 68: *sc2tog* x 6          (6) 

Fasten off, weave your thread through the front loops of the remaining stitches and pull. Hide all 

loose ends. 

Facial expression: 

Take a long thread in skin color, go in at the bottom of the head, and come out on the outside of the 

first eye (photo 1). Put your thread, clockwise, around the eye and get back in the head as where you 

came out (photo 2). Pull your thread so that the eye will lie "deeper". Now do the same on the inside 

of the eye. Tie a knot in your threads. 

Repeat for the second eye. 

 

Hide the ends.  

Embroider the nose 1 row below the bottom of the eyes. 

Embroider the mouth 2 rounds below the nose. Add some blush to the cheeks and glue some 

eyelashes on top of the eyes. 

 

Hair: 

In color of choice 

Cut a number of 40 cm threads to make the hair. Insert your crochet hook into the head, (photo 1), 

take your thread double and pull it through (photo 2), wrap the thread around the hook and pull it 

through the loop (photo 3). Due to the thickness of the yarn that I used for the hair, I only had to do 1 

row. I started on the 3rd round above the eyes and slanted downwards along the face towards the 

neck. I finished in round 19 (counted from the MR). If you have thinner yarn, do 2 or 3 rounds with

hair. Now turn the doll upside down and make a ponytail. Use a thread of the same color to hold the 

tail together. Now take a decorative elastic band and only half of the tail through the elastic band. 

Decorate the hair where you see the rubber band. Ready 

Of course you can also make a hairstyle of your own choice   

 

Jurk:  

Using colornr 516 and hooksize 2 mm 

Rnd 01: leave 10 cm thread to start, set up with 58 double crochet, close round with 1 slst in the 1st 

dc.            (58)

Rnd 02: Ch 1, *1sc, sc2 in 1* rep** all around, close round with 1 slst in 1st stitch  (87) 

Rnd 03 – 09: Ch 1, 1sc in each stitch, close round with 1 slst in 1st stitch   (87) 

Rnd 10: back loops only, Ch 1, 1sc in each stitch, close round with 1 slst in 1st stitch  (87) 

Rnd 11: Ch 3, 1dc in the same stitch,*skip 1 stitch, 1dc, 1dc in the skipped stitch*, rep ** 42x more, 

close round with 1 slst in 1st stitch        (87) 

Rnd 12: Ch 1, 1sc in each stitch, close round with 1 slst in 1st sc     (87) 

Rnd 13: back loops only, Ch 1, 1sc in each stitch, close round with 1 slst in 1st stitch  (87) 

Rnd 14 – 18: Ch 1, 1sc in each stitch, close round with 1 slst in 1st stitch    (87) 

Rnd 19: back loops only, Ch 1, 1sc in each stitch, close round with 1 slst in 1st stitch  (87) 

Rnd 20: Ch 3, 1dc in the same stitch,*skip 1 stitch, 1dc, 1dc in the skipped stitch*, rep ** 42x more, 

close round with 1 slst in 1st stitch        (87) 

Rnd 21: Ch 1, 1sc in each stitch, close round with 1 slst in 1st sc     (87)

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Rnd 22: back loops only, Ch 1, 1sc in each stitch, close round with 1 slst in 1st stitch  (87) 

Rnd 23 – 25: Ch 1, 1sc in each stitch, close round with 1 slst in 1st stitch    (87) 

Fasten off.  

 

• With the set-up row towards you and colornr 514; Attach with 1slst in the 1st remaining loop at the 

back of row 10, Ch 1, * 1slst, Ch 1 * rep ** all around, close with 1slst in the 1st stitch. Fasten off. 

 • In this way crochet all rows with remaining loops. Hide all loose ends. 

 

Sew the 2 stitches at the beginning together with the 10 cm thread. 

The chain at the start of a row DOESN’T count as first stitch! 

Using colornr 516 and hook 2 mm 

Row 01: attach in the foundation round, with 1 slst in the 1st stitch at the back, 1dc in the same 

stitch, 9dc, *dc2tog, 10dc* x 4, Ch 3, turn       (54) 

 

Row 02: *9dc, dc2tog* x 2, 10dc, *dc2tog, 9dc* x 2, Ch 3, turn                                (50) 

Row 03 – 05: 1dc in each stitch, Ch 3, turn       (50) 

Row 06: 8dc, Ch 12, skip 9 stitches, 16dc, Ch 12, skip 9 stitches, 8dc, Ch 3, turn  (32dc+24Ch) 

The chainstitches forms the armholes. Make sure that in the next row you crochet IN the 

chainstitch and not in the space. 

Row 07: 6dc, dc2tog, 12dc, dc2tog, 12dc, dc2tog, 12dc, dc2tog, 6dc, Ch 3, turn   (52) 
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Row 08: *3dc, dc2tog* x 5, 2dc,*dc2tog, 3dc* x 5, Ch 3, turn     (42) 

Row 09: 3dc,*dc2tog, 5dc* x 2, dc2tog, 4dc, *dc2tog, 5dc* x 2, dc2tog, 3dc   (36) 

Fasten off. 

 Attach with red and 1 slst in the 1st Row-end at the back, 17sc in the Row-ends up to the 

collar edge, 1sc in each stitch on the collar (=36), 18sc downwards in the Row-ends, change 

to green in the last stitch, Ch 1, turn. Fasten off red.     (72) 

 1slst, Ch 1, 1slst, Ch 7, 1slst, *Ch 1, 1slst* x 4, Ch 7, 1slst, *Ch 1, 1slst* x 4, Ch 7, 1slst, *Ch 1, 

1slst* x 4, Ch 7, *Ch 1, 1slst*, rep** to end of row. 

 

Sleeves: 

Using red. 

Rnd 01: attach with 1sc in the middle stitch under the arm, 4sc, 1sc in the leg of the dc, 12sc on the 

remaining loops, 1sc in the leg of the dc, 4sc       (23) 

 

Rnd 02 – 15: 1sc in each stitch         (23) 

2sc, 1slst with change to green. Fasten off red. 

Rnd 16: back loops only, 1slst, Ch 2, 2dc in the same stitch, 2dc in each stitch, close with 1slst in the 

1e dc. Fasten off.          (46) 

Rnd 17: hook 2.5 mm. Attach with fluffy and 1sc in the 1st remaining loop of round 16, 1sc in each 

stitch, close with 1slst in the 1st stitch. Fasten off. 
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Do the same with the other sleeve.  

 Using hook 2.5 mm. Make 1 round with sc and fluffy on the bottom of the dress. 

Hide all loose ends. 

Sew on the buttons.  

 

Jacket:  

Using colornr 514 and hook 2,5 mm

Row 08: 1 dc in each stitch, change in the last stitch to White, Ch 3, turn   (138) 

Fasten off green.

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Row 09: back loops only, 1sc in each stitch, change in the last stitch to red, 1 L ,khw 

Fasten off white.          (138) 

Row 10 – 14: 1sc in each stitch, Ch 1, turn       (138) 

Row 15: 1sc in each stitch, change in the last stitch to White, Ch 1, turn    (138) 

Fasten off red. 

Row 16: 1sc in each stitch, change in the last stitch to green, Ch 3, turn    (138) 

Fasten off white. 

Row 17: back loops only, 1 dc in each stitch, Ch 3, turn      (138) 

Row 18 – 21: 1 dc in each stitch, Ch 3, turn       (138) 

Row 22: 1 dc in each stitch, change in the last stitch to White, Ch 1, turn   (138) 

Fasten off green. 

Row 23 – 29: repeat Row 9 to Row 15        (138) 

Fasten off! 

Row 30: using white, with the good side up and only in the back loops, attach with 1slst, 1slst in 

each stitch           (138) 

Fasten off. 

Row 31: using fluffy and the starting row towards you, attach with 1 sc in the 1st remaining loop of 

row 9 (see photo), 1sc in each stitch. Fasten off.      (138) 

 

Repeat row 31 in the other remaining loops. DON’T do the last row!!! This one is for later.  

You have now 3 rows fluffy on the jacket.. 

Embroider the stars with white on the jacket according to the photos.

BovTop of the jacket: 

Using colornr 514. The chain at the start of a row DOESN’T count as first stitch!. 

Row 01: with the good side up, attach with 1 sc in the first dc from the starting row, 3sc, sc2tog,              

*4sc, sc2tog* x 4, 2sc, sc2tog, 2sc, sc2tog, 2sc, *sc2tog, 4sc* x 5, Ch 3, turn   (58) 

 

Row 02: 1 dc in each stitch, Ch 3, turn        (58) 

Row 03: *5dc, dc2tog* x 3, *4dc, dc2tog* x 2, 4dc, *dc2tog, 5dc* x 3, Ch 3, turn  (50) 

Row 04: 1 dc in each stitch, Ch 3, turn        (50) 

Row 05: 7dc, Ch 14, skip 10 stitches, 16dc, Ch 14, skip 10 stitches, 7dc, Ch 3, turn (30dc+28Ch) 

The chainstitches formes the armholes. Make sure that in the next row you crochet IN the 

chainstitches and not in the space. 
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Row 06: 5dc, dc2tog, 14dc, dc2tog, 12dc, dc2tog, 14dc, dc2tog, 5dc, Ch 3, turn   (54) 

Row 07: *4dc, dc2tog* x 2, 2dc, *dc2tog, 4dc* x 4, dc2tog, 2dc, *dc2tog, 4dc* x 2, Ch 3, turn(45) 

Row 08: 3dc, dc2tog, 4dc, dc2tog x 2, 4dc, dc2tog, 7dc, dc2tog, 4dc, dc2tog x 2, 4dc, dc2tog, 3dc, 

change to fluffy in the last stitch, Ch 1, turn       (37) 

Fasten off green. 

Row 09: 1sc in each stitch, 1sc in each row end, 1sc in each remaining red loop at the bottom, 1sc in 

each row end, close with 1 slst in the 1st stitch, Ch 30. Fasten off. 

Attach with 1sc on the other side in the corner of the collar, Ch 30, Fasten off. 

Hide all loose ends.  

Using red, Ch 131, start in the 2nd stitch from the hook, 1 slst in each chainstitch. Fasten off. Weave 

the chain alternately through the starting row of dc at the waist 

Sleeves: 

Using colornr 514. 

Rnd 01: attach with 1sc in the middle under the arm, 1sc in each stitch and in every loop, also 

crochet 1sc in the leg of the dc, change to fluffy, close with 1slst in the 1st stitch  (26) 

Rnd 02: 1sc in each stitch, close with 1slst in the 1st stitch     (26) 

Fasten off.
